2.Take out the USB A to USB Type C cable in the package and connect the keyboard with
your computer.

3.The computer will recognize and configure the keyboard automatically, M lights on in
Red.

4.The keyboard will be ready for use when the configuration is finished.

5. 0nce the keyboard is powered up, charging begins. The LED marked with M light s on
red. It will turn to white when keyboard is fully recharged.

2.4G Wireless Connection

1. Slide the 2.4G/OFF/BT switch on bottom of keyboard to 2.4G.

2.Take out the nano USB receiver and plug it into an available USB port on your
computer. The computer will recognize and configure the keyboard automatically.

3.The keyboard will be ready for use when the configuration is finished.
